Dear Applicant, 

Thank you for your interest in Lions’ EMS! Lions’ EMS is a group of dedicated students that provides timely, efficient, and professional pre-hospital care to The College of New Jersey campus. We offer CPR/AED and First Aid training through our organization to members and non-members alike and fund EMT courses and other emergency medicine-related classes off-campus for our members. In addition to responding to emergencies, we stand-by at club sports events, concerts, lectures, comedy shows, convocation, graduation, Welcome Week and move-in days, and various other mass gatherings held on campus. The non-emergency or “club” portion of Lions’ EMS is responsible for fundraising, social events, general business meetings, and membership records. The Quick Response Team answers YOUR 911 calls and oversees the training and training records of our members. No certification or prior experience is necessary to join Lions’ EMS, but you must be at least CPR/AED and First Aid certified before becoming a member of the quick response team. Below is a brief description of our organization and the way we run. Please read this information carefully.
WHEN DO WE MEET?

Our meetings are held Wednesdays at 3:30pm in the New Residence Hall (New Res) main lounge. All members are encouraged to attend, and prospective members are always welcome. General business meetings are a time to discuss the state of our squad including such issues as upcoming training classes, equipment changes or upgrades, membership records in need of update, fundraising events and budgetary issues, by-law changes, and so forth. Lions’ EMS also has regular drills where our EMTs sharpen their skills and first aiders join in to gain valuable insight and knowledge. We train on a variety of topics from patient documentation, to immobilizing C-Spine, to assessing the patient with altered mental status. Meeting attendance is important for all members. 
HOW DO WE RESPOND TO CALLS?

The quick response team is in place Sunday – Thursday from 8pm until 7am, and Friday at 4pm – Sunday at 8pm when the normal duty crew goes on call. Each crew consists of a Crew Chief (an experienced EMT, oftentimes an officer as well), a second EMT, and a third EMT or First Aider. Each crew has an Officer-On-Call who is available to respond if needed. When you are on call, you must pick up a jump-bag and radio/charger from the Lions’ EMS room in Health Services. The jump-bag and radio must remain with you for the duration of your shift. You are free to be anywhere on campus during your shift, but you may not leave campus until its completion. We are dispatched via portable radio from Campus Police and respond to calls on foot. Since Lions’ EMS does not have an ambulance, our transports are handled by Ewing Twp. EMS (Squad 139) during the day and Pennington Road Vol. First Aid Squad (Squad 132) on nights and weekends. Responding members are placed on crews that respond on a bi-weekly rotation. Weekend shifts are manned by crews that rotate according to your duty night. The total commitment for a responding member is approximately 7 weeknights and 3 weekends days each semester. Each responding member must also fill 3 stand-by shifts during a semester.

WHAT DOES MEMBERSHIP MEAN?
Responding members cover a regular duty night with their crew and enjoy all the benefits of the organization such as concert/event stand-bys, priority housing, CEU-credit drills, squad holiday parties, and a fabulous end-of-the-year banquet.  One does not need to be a member of the Quick Response Team in order to join Lions’ EMS. Non-responding members must serve on at least one committee (membership, fundraising, publicity, growth, etc.) and are expected to attend general business meetings. Such members are welcome to help bolster the organization so as to serve the campus community better. Without active members, this organization could not exist to provide a vital service to The College of New Jersey. 

WHAT DO I NEED TO JOIN?

To be a member of Lions’ EMS and the Quick Response Team, you MUST submit a completed application with the following materials:

1. A photocopy of your TB test and immunization record.

2. Photocopies of all your current certifications you may have.

3. A photocopy of your TCNJ ID Card

4. A photocopy of your Drivers License (if you have one).

5. $20 Application fee: this covers the cost of your Lions’ EMS polo shirt to be worn on duty nights.

· Responding members must complete a brief equipment, procedural, and radio orientation prior to being placed on a crew.

· Non-responding members, please submit an application, a photocopy of your drivers license, and the $20 application fee. 

· A TB test and immunization record may be obtained from Health Services free of charge. Please bring your completed application with you when you go. 
Please bring your completed application packet and materials to your Crew Orientation or the next Lions’ EMS meeting. Thank you for taking the time to complete this application, and we hope to see you as a member soon!
