FACULTY SENATE PLANNING & COMMITTEE STRUCTURE, 2007-08

· Senate is sponsoring three campuswide ad hoc committees – grading, external review and teaching/learning initiative.

· There will be four committees of the Senate – collegiality, Mildred Dahne award committee, intellectual community, and issues for the new provost.  This last committee will meet only during the fall semester and will prepare a document to be presented to finalists for the provost position.

· Vision and motivational leadership.  Helping the College to gain national recognition. 
· Implementing ideas without micromanaging.

· Delivering the quality of education we promise.  Challenging our students, including in beginning core courses.

· Creating a culture where faculty share ideas about teaching and learning.

· Creating a culture where more faculty participate in the life of the College.

· Enrollment management.

· Support for involving students in scholarship.

· Additional support for faculty scholarship beyond SOSA.

· Avoiding centralized decision-making and budgeting.

· Improving advising, particularly for transfer students.

· Improving the College’s relationships with community colleges, Ewing, and Trenton.
